Suggestions were made of having Reserves, City Officers or Deputies to 
walk through Courthouse.  It was further discussed that a possibility of 2 people (people with some type of 
authority) be on hand to maintain the order; that person will be responsible for opening and closing Courthouse 
is the case of a storm.  Lornes is to find a supervisor/coordinator and report back to Board.  No Board Action.
